Adoption of an Updated Admissions and Continuing Occupancy Plan
WHEREAS,
the Providence Housing Authority (PHA) develops quality and safe affordable housing opportunities and services to address the needs of Rhode Island residents, and
WHEREAS,
the PHA staff, as part of continuous improvement of program operations, has developed an updated Admissions and Continuing Occupancy Plan (ACOP) with the assistance of Nan McKay and outside legal counsel, which incorporates all required regulations into the plan and incorporates best practices; and
WHEREAS, 
the PHA Board of Commissioners has already previously adopted several chapters of the new plan relating to Fair Housing (Chapter 2), Admissions (Chapter 3), and Applications and Waiting Lists (Chapter 4); and

WHEREAS,  the PHA posted this document for 45 days for public comment beginning on February 4, 2020 and extended the public comment period for an additional 7 days through March 27, 2020 due to COVID-19, and also presented the revised ACOP to the Resident Advisory Board; and

WHEREAS, the PHA board postponed approval of the new plan due to a state requirement imposed in March that public bodies conduct only emergency business in virtual meetings, a requirement that has since been lifted; 
NOW,
THEREFORE, the Board of Commissioners of the Providence Housing Authority resolves to:  Approve the PHA Updated Admissions and Continuing Occupancy Plan as posted for public comment on February 4, 2020, and authorizes the Executive Director to continue with all required temporary changes to the Plan allowed by HUD as a result of the COVID-19 emergency.
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
